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Obedience Foundation: Heeling

One of the most important aspects
of obedience is proper heeling.
Many of the obedience exercises
are based on heeling, so it is
important to get it right. But why
this position anyway?

When your dog is in correct Heel
position you can see his head
without having to turn your head.
You should be able to see your dog
just by moving your eyes. It is
important to know where your dog
is, especially when you are working
him.

The proper stationary Heel position
is your dog on your left in a straight
sit with his right front leg lined up

with your left leg and he should be
looking at you, waiting for a
command. For my dog, Zak, this
position is “Place”. From that
position, he is ready to do what is
next.
